Reminders:

Grades – The student must have a grade of at least 85 in each gifted or honors mathematics course and/or a grade of 90 in each academic college prep math course and be currently enrolled in or completed Pre-Calculus or Advanced Algebra and Trigonometry.  The student is responsible for verifying grades with a sponsor at the end of each semester.  A copy of the report card may be used for this purpose. The grade requirements apply to the classes separately; averages are not sufficient. 

Service – At least SIX points with a minimum of 2 being activity points (tutoring, working on projects, etc.) are required.  Check bulletin board outside Mrs. Lovern’s room (1.220) for point opportunities.  

 -Seniors must complete all 6 points before April 13 to be eligible for a medallion and a seal for graduation.

-To avoid confusion concerning points at the end of the year, each member should keep a log of the service projects they participate in throughout the school year.  

Attendance – In order to maintain membership in Mu Alpha Theta, members may have no more than THREE absences (excused or unexcused) per school year.  Your membership will be terminated otherwise.  Please plan so that conflicts with other activities do not result in ineligibility.  Be sure to reserve one of your absences for possible year-end “emergencies.”  If you have some extenuating circumstances, see one of the sponsors as soon as possible.  After-school meetings usually run from 15 to 20 minutes and evening meetings run up to an hour. To receive attendance credit, be sure to follow attendance procedures at the meeting.

Transportation: All students are responsible for their own transportation to and from meetings and other service activities.
